Before the Lottery makes an award to the apparent successful bidder, that bidder may be required to submit a 

pre-production sample within ________of the request.  Failure to timely submit a required pre-production 

sample that is satisfactory to the Lottery could result in bidder not receiving the award. 

 

Prior to the final award of a bid a successful out-of-state vendor (s) will be required to file an Application for 

Certificate of Authority as a Business Corporation/Foreign Business Corporation at the RI Secretary of State’s 

website – www.sos.ri.gov and must remain a member in good standing.  This will require an initial filing fee as 

well as yearly filing. 

 

Upon award of bid the successful vendor must complete a W-9 form which will be supplied by the Rhode 

Island Lottery. 
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
