This project is to take place in the Horace Mann on the Rhode Island College campus. The
majority of the corridors and classtooms are rough finished concrete. The project includes all
related work in order to accomplish this task and provide a finished product, including painting.
Classtooms 191,192 and 193 Corridor areas South, West and East.

1.0 SCOPE OF WORK

1.1 General — The work involves the upgrade to Classioom and corridors as listed on the
project room schedule: including ceilings, walls and flooring.

e Remove and re-attach glass bulletin boards
o Paint corridors and trim (primer and two coats of latex paint with eggshell
finish). Color(s) to be selected by the College.

All materials are to be disposed of in accordance with all Federal, State, and local
laws.

1.2 Protection of Ongoing Operations and Personnel- School will be in session untit
May 21,2011 No work shall occur while classes are in session. Contractor shall
isolate the woik areas to provide protection to building occupants, building, and
equipment from Contractor’s activities.
