ADDENDUM #1 – SCOREBOARDS – URI 

VENDOR QUESTIONS AND THE UNIVERSITY OF RI ANSWERS 

 

QUESTIONS: 
 
 
Volleyball: 
 

1. You have requested in your bid a 4’ x 10’ scoreboard. Would you consider other 
sizes? We offer a 6’ x 8’ and a 7’ x 12’ with the options that you requested. In 
addition we do offer an upgraded board that is 5’ x 10’ with Intelligent Captions. 
This size is not available with standard captions. I have attached the spec. sheet 
so you can see what the board looks like.  

2. You specify in your bid an All Sports Radio Console. The All Sports Console is 
only offered from Daktronics so no other manufacturer would be able to offer this. 
Would a Nevco MPCW Controller be accepted? This controller has the ability to 
score all sports.  

3. Your bid indicates that the End of Period Light and Shot Clocks must be 
compatible with the All Sports Console. Our Shot Clocks and End of Period 
Lights are not compatible with Daktronics controls. Does this mean that you want 
the new Shot Clocks and End of Period Light to work with existing All Sports 
Consoles or just that they must work with the controller that is provided with the 
new scoreboard?  

 
Softball: 
 

1. You have requested in your bid a 6’6 x 20’ scoreboard. We offer softball 
scoreboards in 18’,24’,28’and 36’ widths. The first three are 8’ high and the 36’ 
one is 9’ high. Would one of these sizes be acceptable?  

 
Soccer: 
 

1. Your bid specifies a 7’ x 20’ scoreboard. We offer soccer scoreboards in 5’ x 16’ 
and 8’ x 18’. Would either of these sizes be acceptable?  

 

 

 

 



 

ANSWERS: 

Volleyball Scoreboard 

1) The base board (4’H x 10’W) when combined with the Stats Display (2’H x 10’W) and 
the alternate bid item – set of 2 Player stat panels (6’H x 4’W each) will fill our 
available space of 6’H x 18’W and provide us with optimum viewing within the 
Volleyball & Basketball competitive facility utilizing the selected/required space into 
which the board must be hung. A larger board, factoring all specified components, is 
not acceptable as it will not fit.  A smaller board will not give us the visibility that we 
require in the sports venue where it is being placed.  Any board bid should conform 
with the bid specifications as listed. 

2) We listed an All Sports Radio Console in the bid specifications. The winning/awarded 
Company for the Scoreboard, if utilizing a different, yet comparable controller for 
their Scoreboards, would be able to specify their controller provided it meets the 
electrical and wireless specifications in the bidding document. (ie, if a Nevco 
Scoreboard is selected, the Nevco controller could be used.  

3) The End of Period Lights and Shot Clocks must be compatible with the controller that is 
provided with the new scoreboard – the controller needs to be able to run the 
Volleyball scoreboard as well as the Basketball components which include the 
scoreboard, the shot clocks and the end of period lights as specified. 

 

Softball Scoreboard 

1) The scoreboard size specified (6’6”H x 20’W) is the ideal size to meet the Athletic 
Department’s needs.  We are not looking at anything larger in width for the Softball 
application. 24’, 28’ & 36’ scoreboards are not acceptable under this bid. We would 
accept a taller board up to 8’H and would consider a 18’W board  (making a 8’H x 
18’W board acceptable) provided it has all other features listed in the bidding 
specifications. 

 

Soccer Scoreboard 

1) The scoreboard size specified (7’6”H x 20’W) is the ideal size to meet the Athletic 
Department’s needs. As the selected board will be mounted using existing 
engineered steel support beams/posts currently in place & holding our existing 
board (per bid specs) this is the only acceptable size board being accepted for 
consideration.
