STANDARDS & SPECIFICATIONS FOR HAIR TESTING

1. All positive tests are confirmed by a federal certified laboratory by means of gas
chromatography/mass spectrometry or documentation provided that their
confirmatory procedures are at least as scientifically accurate.

2. The laboratory must be certified under the terms of the Clinical Laboratories
Improvement Act (CLIA) and under the College of American Pathologists (CAP)
program.

3. The laboratory must have provided a commercial hair analysis testing service for
clients for a period of no less than five (5) years, and provide us with three (3)
government references including the names and phone numbers of contact people.

4.  The laboratory must certify that they maintain a level of 100% in avoiding false
positive results in proficiency testing.

5. The laboratory must maintain and certify in writing the following:
A. The ability to maintain chain of custody; and,

B. The ability of their testing process to eliminate any potential alleged hair color
bias; and,

C. The ability of their testing process to remove or discern external
contamination; and,

D. The ability of their experts to appear in court and support tests performed
under the contract; and,

E. The ability to provide archival results on blind field studies; and,

F. Information concerning any other certifications, inspections and/or license
revocations and/or suspensions.

6. The initial screening test must be completed within 48 hours of receipt. The
negative sample results from the screen must be reported within 24 hours of
completion of the initial screening test. The confirmatory GC/MS test must be
completed within five (5) days of a presumptive positive result on the initial
RIAH test. The positive results must be reported within 24 hours of certification
of the confirmed positive result.

7. The procedure for analysis shall involve a two-tiered protocol: screening for the
five drug groups followed by a confirmation of all positive results via gas
chromatography/mass spectrometry (GC/MS) (MS) or (LC/MS) (MS). All
samples analyzed must be subject to a digestion to release all drug entrapped in
the hair rather than a dissolution of the hair via strong alkali or acid. All
confirmation analysis methods must eliminate a melanin fraction of hair before
analysis.

8.  The testing laboratory must maintain all sample records, chain of custody and
sample reserve on positive samples for at least three (3) years and maintain
negative results documentation for two (2) years.
