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1. PURPOSE OF PROCUREMENT

Funds are being provided under the Diesel Emission Reduction Act (DERA) and Congestion
Mitigation Air Quality Improvement Program (CMAQ) to develop and implement the 2007 Rhode
Island Diesel Emissions Reduction Act (Program) to teduce air pollution caused by school buses
that provide setvice to public schools and state and municipal diesel vehicles. The goal of this
program is to retrofit all eligible school buses in Rhode Island with emission control devices by
2012 The benefit of this action will be to decrease extetior and in-cabin particulate matter (PM),
carbon monoxide (CO), and hydrocarbons (HC) emissions, and reduce negative health impacts to
children, drivers, and the general public.

The purpose of this procurement is to establish a contract for qualified vendors to provide diesel
retrofit technologies to the program. While this contract is primarily developed to support the
school bus retrofit program, this contract will be used for the procurement and installation of diesel
retrofit devices on state and municipal diesel vehicles.

Diesel exhaust is a significant contributor to air pollution that can aggravate asthma, cause lung
damage, and is classified as a likely carcinogen. Rhode Island DEM estimates that up to 1,250
public school buses may be eligible to be retrofitted under the Program (see Appendix A) and 450
state and municipal vehicles will be retrofitted over the next three years. Through this contract,
DEM will reimburse retrofit vendors for the cost of procuring and installing diesel retrofit
equipment.

Diesel retrofit technologies are classified into 3 “Levels of Control” and a “Closed Crankcase
Ventilation System” in this RFP and are specifically designed to reduce PM, CO, and HC emissions
from diesel engines. The products that must be offered under this contract are required to meet all
appropriate automotive and equipment manufacturers warranty standards and related certifications.
Selected retrofit vendors for this contract must supply EPA or California Air Resources Board
(CARB) verified retrofit technology as part of the program. To be eligible for this Program, bidders
must provide (1) at least one product and installation service for any of the 3 levels of control
equipment, and (2) at least one product and installation service of a closed cankcase ventilation
system. The equipment to be offered in this RFP includes:

o “Level 1 Control” Diesel Oxidation Catalyst (DOC) — means a verified diesel emission
control device that achieves a particulate matter (PM) emission reduction of twenty-five
percent (25%) or more compared to uncontrolled engine emission levels.

e “Level 2 Control” Flow-Through-Filter (FTF) — means a verified diesel emission control
device that achieves a particulate matter (PM) emission reduction of fifty percent (50%) ot
more compared to uncontrolled engine emission levels.

o “Level 3 Control” Diesel Particulate Filter (DPF) — means a verified diesel emission
control device that achieves a particulate matter (PM) emission reduction of eighty-five
percent (85%) or more compared to uncontrolled engine emission levels, or that reduces
emissions to less than or equal to one one-hundredth (0.01) grams of (PM) per brake
horsepower-hour. Level 3 control includes repoweting ot replacing.
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e “Closed Crankcase Ventilation” system (CCV) — means a system that separates oil and
other contaminant from the blow—by gases and routes the blow-by gases into a diesel
engine’s intake system downstream of air filter.

2. PRE-BID CONFERENCE

A Pre-bid conference will be held at the DEM offices located at 235 Promenade Street in
Providence, Rhode Island at 10:00 AM on November 10, 2009 for the purpose of answering any
questions concerning this RFP. Individuals requesting interpreter services for the hearing impaired
must notify 401-222-4971 (TDD) a minimum of at least (3) business days, prior to the conference
date.

3. ANTICIPATED EXPENDITURE

There is no maximum obligation. RIDEM has secured enough money under this program to retrofit
most if not all eligible school buses in Rhode Island by 2012. RIDEM estimates that up to 1,250
public school buses and 450 state and municipal diesel vehicles may be eligible to be retrofitted
under the program over the next three years, Bidders may find it helpful to know that Rhode Island
DEM is required under Title 31, “Motor and Other Vehicles”, Chapter 31-47.3, section 31-47.3-3 to
retrofit all full-sized school buses transporting children in Rhode Island with a level 1, 2 o1 3 control
device and a closed crankcase ventilation system, by September 1, 2010, providing there is
sufficient federal or state funding. DEM is required to spend any remaining funds under this
Program to retrofit other diesel engines in order to maximize the benefits to the State of Rhode
Island.

4. CONTRACT AWARD

The team that will evaluate proposals is comptised of staff from RIDEM and the Division of
Purchases with hired contractors and intends to award contracts to bidder(s) who (i) can offer
retrofit technology products in the above stated combination of retrofit technologies, or more
specifically stated, at least one tailpipe technology (as described in Level I-1IT) and closed crankcase
ventilation filters, (ii) can supply these goods and services throughout the State of Rhode Island, and
(iii) can offer these goods and services at a price that provides the best value for the State of Rhode
Island, Department of Environmental Management.

In ordet to achieve this goal, bidders must provide not-to-exceed price points for the various
combinations of EPA or California Ait Resources Boatd (CARB) verified retrofit technologies,
including diesel oxidation catalysts (DOC), flow-through-filters (FTF), diesel particulate filters
(DPF), and closed crankcase ventilation (CCV) filters that will be installed on school buses.

These not-to-exceed price points should include the price of the parts, installation labor, travel,
mileage, and data logging and other testing as needed for the proper installation and operation of the
components. Vendors are prohibited from billing any additional costs associated with procuring and
installing the retrofits, except in cases where existing damage to vehicles must be repaired before
retrofits can be installed. The not-to-exceed price represents the maximum payment to the vendor
that RIDEM will issue for retrofitting a school bus under this Program.

Howevet, every vendot on this statewide contract may be requested to bid competitively on each
retrofit project that does not include school buses. It is at the discretion of RIDEM if compatative




bidding for a specific project between vendors is warranted and will be done on a case-by-case
basis. A vendor will be selected for a project based on their project specific proposal.

This approach has been developed to ensute that the Program proceeds in a manner that offers the
best vatue to the RIDEM.

S. CONTRACT TERM WITH OPTIONS TO EXTEND

The initial term of any contract resulting from this RFP shall be for a period of up to three years
with two one-year renewals at the option of RIDEM with the same terms and conditions as the
initial contract Pricing and/or products may be renegotiated at the time of extension to achieve the
best value for the RIDEM. RIDEM also 1eserves the right to renegotiate the pricing within the first
three years of the contract to maximize the best value for the State of Rhode Island Should a
vendot not be willing to renegotiate price, it may be in jeopardy of being removed from the
contract. Any changes must be mutually agreed upon in writing and approved by the RIDEM prior
to any purchase made under the contract.

Approximately thirty days (30) prior to expiration of the initial contract period and any extended
optional periods, the RIDEM will notify the vendor(s) in writing whether the State of Rhode Island
is exercising its option to extend.

6. CONTRACT FLEXIBILITY

The RIDEM 1eserves the 1ight to require that any bidder must add products and/o1 services, as those
products and services become available during the contract term, to meet the needs of their
customers and the goals of the Program. RIDEM may also re-post this RFP in part or in its entirety
upon the determination that additional bidders may be needed to provide products and services as
specified in the REFP. Should RIDEM decide to re-post this RFP, successful bidders who have
previously been awatded contracts need not re-submit proposals.

7. SCOPE OF CONTRACT SERVICES

This overall scope of service applies to all bidders responding to this RFP. The bidder(s) in each
category ate required to provide products and services in compliance with the specifications
outlined in Section 8 and 9 of this RFP for the Category (ies) to which they are responding, as well
as with the following specifications:

a) Products and Technologies

e Products installed must be vetified under the US EPA Voluntary Diesel Retrofit
Program Verification Process, http://www.epa.gov/otag/retrofit/index.htm and/or the
California Air Resources Board (CARB) Diesel Emission Control Strategies Verification
http://www.arb.ca.gov/diesel/verdev/vt/cvt.itm for the specified application. The closed
crankcase ventilation device must have a CARB Executive Order number or be verified
by EPA as part of an emission control technology package. Bidders must include in theit
Response such verifications for each product and/or application being offered. It is
desirable that such products not require the aid of secondary technologies o1 products.
Bidders must provide a description of the product including manufactures name and
model, as well as a description of the on-board monitoring devices used to indicate
performance and any ancillary equipment needed to support the continuous opetation of




the control system, e.g., shop regeneration equipment, heavy duty electrical connections
to vehicles, efc.

e Awarded bidders must conduct pre-installation analysis (including exhaust temperature
data logging (if necessary) with each school bus district, school bus contractor, state or
municipal agency to ensure that specified equipment meets all requitements of EPA or
CARB verification and the most stringent level of diesel emission controls feasible

e Products, mounting hardware, and related parts must be rust and corrosion resistant,

o Bidders must offer products and/or services (including installation, maintenance, and
maintenance training) for at least one product identified in Level I-IIl and one from the
closed crankcase ventilation system under the school bus retrofit program. For other
programs and equipment such as the state and municipal vehicles, bidders do not have to
provide a closed crankcase ventilation system.

e Bidders must provide only current production equipment No used equipment or
discontinued lines are acceptable. Bidders are cautioned that surplus, seconds, factory
reiects, closeout or distressed items are not acceptable and, if furnished, will be rejected.
The delivery of substandard items may result in a cancellation of the contract in whole or
in part with the contractor.

b) Installation and Maintenance
o Awarded bidders must supply and install products
e It is desirable that bidders install products as close to a vehicle’s engine as feasible.

o liis desirable that bidders offer products and services (e.g., DPF cleaning) associated
with the propet maintenance of the installed retrofit devices. However, RIDEM will not
provide any funding for on-going maintenance of retrofit devices installed on retrofitted
vehicles.

e Bidders must agiee that installation of retrofit equipment will be accomplished so as to
minimize any modification to original equipment.

e Bidders must also include in their response a desctiption of the installation process and
the program of maintenance service available, including the estimated time required for
completing such processes. (Such processes shall comply with emission control
manufacturer guidelines )

¢ Bidders must agree that installation will be accomplished with as little interruption as
possible to normal vehicle operations.

¢ All prices must include transportation, delivery and all other charges prepaid by the
awarded bidder.




¢) Training and Instruction

e Awarded bidders must work with vehicle owners and fleet managers to determine the
system that will work best for each vehicle and ensure that the approptiate system is
specified.

e Awarded bidders must provide to the vehicle bus owner, state or municipality,
recommendations from the emissions control system manufactuter on the care and
maintenance of the technology provided, as well as the manufacturer’s written labor and
materials warranty for services.

e Awarded bidders must provide vehicle owners copies of the EPA and/or the CARB
verification letters for the installed retrofit technologies.

o Awarded bidders must provide the vehicle owner with matetials describing maintenance
procedures and schedules, operations procedures, and any updated information about the
retrofit devices.

¢ Awarded bidders must agree to be available to respond within a maximum of a 24-hour
period should the vehicle owner have questions or concerns regarding the performance
of the installed retrofit equipment.

d) Inspections

e Awarded bidders must acknowledge that RIDEM or its authorized representative can
have access to vehicles to petform spot inspections of installations These potential
inspections are intended to ensure that the specified products have been installed.

e) Labeling

o Awarded bidders must provide a label and place the label for each installed retrofit
device at a location in the engine compartment whereby it can be easily read and
understood. The label should clearly indicate that the vehicle has been retrofitted with a
tailpipe device Level 1 -3 and/ot an engine crankcase filter device.

8. PRODUCT DESCRIPTION AND PERFORMANCE SPECIFICATIONS

All biddets must be able to supply at least one product from Level 1-3 and closed crankcase
ventilation system. At a minimum, the product supplied must perform at the level specified in the
EPA and/or CARB verification letter for the lifetime of the wartanty. Bidders are encouraged to
provide prices for multiple options for each of the control categories. A performance specification
sheet should accompany each of the different products/options proposed. Specifications sheets
should be appended to the bid. Any added value features such as on-board monitoring systems,
heavy duty mounting hardware, materials of construction, etc. should be identified on the
specification sheet. In addition, at a minimum, installation shall be performed in accordance with
the following:




e Component design and materials shall be compatible with conditions and substances
normally encountered in an engine compartment of a heavy-duty diesel engine.

o Components shall be securely installed to prevent dislodging.

o Hoses and wires shall be securely mounted and routed to prevent interference with other
vehicle components or from being dislocated.

¢ All piping, tubing and ducting connections shall be clamped to be secure and leak free.
Clamps shall not be torqued excessively such as to cause damage 1o the interfacing
components.

LEVEL 1 CONTROL — Diesel Oxidation Catalysts - Bidders in this Category must supply at a
minimunt:
e Products that reduce particulate matter by at least 25 percent; and
e All necessary mounting hardware, biackets, piping, insulation and other parts necessary
fot an installation to meet the emission control manufacturer’s warmranty and all
requirements of EPA or CARB verification; all such items shall be rust and corrosion
resistant.

LEVEL 2 CONTROL — Flow-Through-Filters - Bidders in this Category must supply at a
minimum:
o Products that reduce particulate matter by at least 50 percent;
¢ All necessary mounting hardware, brackets, back-pressure monitors, watning devices,
piping, insulation and other paits necessary for an installation to meet the emission
control manufacturer’s wartanty and all requirements of EPA or CARB verification; all
such items shall be rust and corrosion resistant; and
e A commitment to perform approptiate engineering analysis, including exhaust
temperature data logging if necessary, prior to specification to ensure that the application
meets all verification requirements as described in either the EPA Verification Letter or
CARB Executive Order.

LEVEL 3 CONTROL — Diesel Particulate Filters - Bidders in this Category must supply at a
minimum:

e Products that reduce particulate emissions by at least 85 percent;

e All necessary mounting hardwate, brackets, back-pressure monitors, warning devices,
piping and insulation and other parts necessaty for an installation to meet the emission
control manufacturer’s wattanty and all requirements of EPA or CARB verification; all
such items shall be 1ust and corrosion resistant; and

e A commitment to perform appropriate engineering analysis, including exhaust
temperature data logging if necessary, prior to specification to ensure that the application
meets all verification requirements as desctibed in either the EPA Verification Letter or
CARB Executive Order.

CLOSED CRANKCASE VENTILATION SYSTEM - Biddets in this Category must supply at a
minimum:
e Products that close the engine crankcase from the atmosphere and route blow-by gases to
the engine intake;
e Products that have been assigned an ARB Executive Order number or have been verified
by EPA or CARB as part of a package in combination with a Level 1, 2, or 3 product;




e All necessary mounting hardware, brackets, piping, insulation and other parts necessary
for an installation to meet the emission control manufacturer’s warranty and all
requirements of EPA or CARB verification; all such items shall be rust and cotrosion
resistant; and

e CCV system filter drains shall return to the crankcase oil sump. If proper routing of the
drain line cannot be donme in accordance with the CCV system manufacturers’
specifications, ot if the vehicle owner requests, the vendor will install a drain reservoir
receptacle of sufficient capacity to collect CCV system effluent fluids normally expected
to accumulate between the CCV system manufacturer’s recommended service intervals.
The drain reservoir shall be securely installed, in accordance with all specifications
contained herein, in an casily visible and readily accessible location for ease of
maintenance.

s Two replacement CCV filters per CCV filter kit

9. PRODUCT WARRANTY AND REQUIRED CERTIFICATION

Bidders must agtee to provide a five (5)-year, 100,000 (one hundred thousand)-mile full
replacement wartanty on the emission control system. All products supplied under this contiact
must not void any part of the engine warranty and cauy the emission control manufacturer’s
warranty for performance, service and vehicle liability. Products must comply with all Rhode
Island Division of Motor Vehicles requirements and must meet all safety requirements of the
original equipment manufacturer. Awarded bidders will be tesponsible to cortect any damage that
may occur to engines or equipment that is determined to result from the installation and/or use of
their product(s) at no cost to RIDEM, school bus, state, o municipal owner. Such action will be
conditioned on the vehicle owner properly maintaining the vehicle or equipment, and making
repairs in a timely manner. All products and services offered under this contract must comply with
the statements and/ot policies issued by the EPA and CARB.

10. DIESEL SCHOOL BUS RETROFIT PROGRAM PRICING

In order to provide retrofits for the greatest number of eligible school buses in the state, RIDEM and
the Division of Purchases will competitively review bidders’ proposals on pricing teceived fot
specific products for each of the retrofit technologies in Level 1-3. Pricing must be indicated on the
Cost Sheet (page 14) for specific products for each product category and broken down into two
prices: I} parts and ii) labor and other related installation fees for each of the following:

e An accwate price for the type of retrofit devices as indicated on the cost sheet in
Attachment B.
e Volume discounts for large orders (as shown on the cost sheet) wherever possible

In an effort to achieve the best value for the State of Rhode Island, the Division of Purchases and
RIDEM reserve the right to rencgotiate the reimbursement price quotes at a later date during the life
of this contract. Any hidden or additional costs will not be permitted under this pricing structure

After completion of the diesel school bus retrofit program and retrofitting of state and municipal
vehicles, any remaining funds will be redirected to other diesel retrofits as determined by RIDEM

Level 1 Control: Diesel Oxidation Catalyst (DOC) — Proposed price quotes for DOC must
include:

e DOC and installation, including all mounting brackets and parts



Level 2 Control: Flow-Through-Filter (FTF) — Proposed price quotes for FTF must include:
o FTF and installation, including all mounting brackets and parts
Level 3 Control: Diesel Particulate Filter (DPF) — Proposed price quotes for DPF must include:

e DPF and installation, including all mounting brackets and parts
e Back pressure monitor kit and installation

Closed Crankease Ventilation Filter (CCV) — Proposed price quotes for CCV filter muast include:

e CCV filter kit and installation, including all mounting brackets and parts
¢ Two replacement CCV filters

Pricing for retrofits outside of the diesel school bus retrofit program shall be independently priced
and determined on a case-by-case basis between RIDEM and the awarded bidder at the time of
purchase and must be offered at a price that provides best value for the RIDEM, Such pricing
should be in line with the general estimates provided in this RFP.

11. ACCOUNT MANAGER

Bidders must provide the name of at least one individual who will serve as the Account Managet for
the contract term. Bidders shall provide a telephone number (preferably toll-free), email address
and other contact information for this individual for use by the RIDEM and/or vehicle owners and
make him/her available Monday through Friday during the hours of 8:30 am. —4:00 p.m.

The Account Manager will be responsible for, without limitation, the oversight and management of
the Contractor’s performance as well as the following:

o Acting as the contact person for communications between RIDEM and the supplier;
Operating and administering the contract by the Awarded Bidder;
e Responding in a timely manner to information requests, and other issues from the eligible
purchasing entities and/or the Division of Purchases; and
e Preparing reports as required in this RFP;
o Respond to requests from RIDEM for competitive bids for non-school bus retrofit products.
The RIDEM, in concert with the Division of Purchases, will monitor the performance of the vendor
(including the Account Manager) on this contract on an on-going basis.

12.  PROPOSAL CONTENT

Cover Letter

The proposal should begin with a cover letter, which confirms that the respondent understands and
agrees to the provisions of this RFP In its cover letter the respondent shall discuss in general terms
their abilities, experience, cost effectiveness and organizational structure.

General Bidder Information and Checklist

The proposal shall include a completed General Bidder Information and Checklist (sce page 13).




Costs

All respondents shall submit their proposed costs on the Cost Sheet (page 14). Respondents are
advised that the selection committee will award points under this ctiterion based on the highest
score for the lowest price, etc.

Bidders are encouraged to provide prices for multiple options for each of the control categories. A
performance specification sheet should accompany each of the different products/options proposed
Specifications sheets should be appended to the bid. Any added value features such as on-board
monitoring systems, heavy duty mounting hardware, materials of construction, etc. should be
identified on the specification sheet

Project-specific budgets will be submitted to the RIDEM for approval prior to initiation of a project.
RIDEM will provide the vendor with a written approval to proceed for each project.

Business References
See section 14 of the RFP.
Capacity

The respondent’s proposal shall include a narrative that demonstrates its capacity to successfully
apply and commit itself to the project's tasks, and to complete the required setvices on schedule.
The respondent’s proposal should include an estimated time to complete the types of tasks
discussed in this RFP.

Capabilities and Minimum Experience

The respondent’s proposal shall describe the most recent work which best illustrates its team's most
relevant expetience, ability and expertise in performing the requested services.

13.  EVALUATION CRITERIA

Selection of bidders for this contract will be based on the “best value” to the State of Rhode Island

Bidders’ proposals will be competitively evaluated on pricing received for each of the retrofit
technologies in Control Level 1-3. Significant consideration will be given to the extent of
geographical area of setvice and business references and feedback from business references (sce
Section 14). Bidders must meet all mandatory requirements set forth herein  Preference may be
given to bidders who meet the criteria indicated as desitable or preferable in this REFP  Division of
Purchases resetves the right to request clarification of responses following bid submission. Bidders
must offer at least one product from Control Level 1 -3 and one closed crankcase ventilation
control device.




Each proposal will be evaluated using the following criteria

Cost

This part of the evaluation will focus on the appropriateness, reasonableness and competitiveness of
the cost proposal [35 points].

Capacity

This part of the evaluation will focus on the respondent’s capacity to applv and commit_itself
successfully to the project tasks and to complete the required services within a reasonable time; its
absence of conflictine commitments to concurrent projects; and it’s scheduling. [35 points]

Capabilities and Minimum Experience

This part of the evaluation will focus on the respondent’s prior similar experience. [30 points

14. BUSINESS REFERENCES

Bidders must provide three (3) commercial or governmental client references, including name,
address, contact person, telephone number, months and years of service, and a description of the
goods and services that the bidder provided to the client.

References must be for clients or customers to whom goods and services were provided within three
(3) years prior to the RFP due date A bidder’s prior business relationship with the State of Rhode
Island, Department of Environmental Management will also be considered in this section, whether
offered as a reference or not.

Client references must demonstrate the bidder’s ability to furnish the products and services of

similar size, nature and complexity as that described in this RFP. If a bidder receives an
unfavorable reference recommendation, the bidder may be disqualified from this REP.

References will be called between the hours of 8:30 am. and 4:30 p.m. EST, Monday through
Friday. References not available during this timeframe may be rejected by the Division of
Purchases

15.  ENVIRONMENTAL PLAN

Awarded bidders must agree that throughout the life of the contract, they will propetly dispose
and/or recycle waste materials in conformance with the laws and regulations of the State of Rhode
Island.

16. MINORITY BUSINESS ENTERPRISES

Pursuant to the provisions of title 37 Chapter 14.1 of the General Laws, the State reserves the right
to apply additional consideration to offers, and to direct awards to bidders other than the responsive
bid representing the lowest price where:

a. the offer is fully responsive to the terms and conditions of the Request, and
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b. the price offer is determined to be within a competitive range (not to exceed 5% higher than the
lowest responsive price offer) for the product or service, and

¢ The firm making the offer has been certified by the RI. Depattment of Economic Development to
be a small business concern meeting the criteria established to be considered a Minority Business
Enterprise. Ten per cent (10%] of the dollar value of the work performed against contracts for
construction exceeding $5,000 shall be performed by Minority Business Enterprises whete it has
been determined that subcontract opportunities exist, and where certified Minority Business
Enterprises are available. A contractor may count towards its MBE, DBE, or WBE goals 60% of its
expenditures for materials and supplies required under a contract and obtained fiom and MBE,
DRBE, or WBE regular dealer, and 100% of such expenditures when obtained from an MBE, DBE,
o1 WBE manufacturer. Awards of this type shall be subject to approval, by the Director of
Administration, of a Subcontracting Plan submitted by the bidder receiving the award.

17.  INSTRUCTIONS FOR RESPONSE SUBMISSION:

The Rhode Island Department of Administration/ Division of Purchases, on behalf of the
Department of Environmental Management (DEM), Office of Air Resources, is soliciting proposals
from qualified firms to enter into a contract with DEM to provide diesel emissions retrofit control
equipment to be installed on school buses, state, and municipal diesel vehicles. This contract would
include technical services including engine temperature profiling for school buses, state, and
municipal diesel vehicles for the installation of retrofit conttol devices. These services should
provide the necessary support and expertise from qualified respondents and in accordance with the
terms of this Request for Proposals and the State's General Conditions of Purchase which is
available from the Internet at www purchasing ri.gov.

This is a Request for Proposal, not an Invitation for Bid: responses will be evaluated on the basis of
the relative merits of the proposal, in addition to price; there will be no public opening and reading
of responses teceived by the Division of Purchases pursuant to this Request, othet than to name
those offerors who have submitted proposals.

For the purposes of this requirement, the official time and date shall be that of the time clock in the
reception area of the Division of Purchases (State Department of Administration, Second Iloor).

18. INSTRUCTIONS AND NOTIFICATIONS TO OFFERORS:

a Potential offerors are advised to review all sections of this Request carefully and to follow
instructions completely, as failure to make a complete submission as described elsewhere
herein may result in rejection of the proposal.

b Alternative approaches and/or methodologies to accomplish the desited or intended
results of this procurement are solicited.
